CITY COUNCIL MEETING
JUNE 18, 2012       7:03 P.M.


MAYOR EPSTEIN:	I’d like to call this meeting to order.  We have technical challenges tonight, so we do not have a microphone system.

LOUD SQUEAL

ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	There it is.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	There’s the microphone system.  So, I’m asking your indulgence on a couple of matters.  One, please speak clearly and loudly.  Please do not speak over each other.  We have a very, very short agenda tonight.  And, since we have some challenges as far as the speakers go, let’s try to get through this as, ah, quickly as possible.  I’d like to call the meeting to order and the first item on the agenda is Minister Tina Letecher, from Shiloh Full Gospel Baptist Church.  If you’d like to come forward and, in your best voice, lead us in prayer?

MINISTER LETECHER:	Let us pray.  Lord we praise Your name.  We ask that You bless every Council member, oh, God, we thank You for this Council meeting, Father.  We pray that You would just grant them wisdom and guide them, Oh, God, in everything that will be done on tonight will be pleasing in Your sight.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Thank you.  And, now the children, the youth from Shiloh Full Gospel Baptist Church, if you would come forward and lead us in the Pledge.

YOUTH FROM SHILOH FULL 
GOSPEL BAPTIST CHURCH AND ALL:	Pledge of Allegiance.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Thank you.  We’ve come to the Public Comment portion of the evening.  Ah, when I call your name, please come forward and  direct your comments to me. They are limited to five minutes. No personal attacks upon Council members, staff, or other persons in attendance or absent will be permitted.  In addition, discussion of matters which are currently under legal review will not be permitted.  The first person, Timothy–is it Zeise?

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Zeise.  Good evening, Mayor.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Good evening.

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Ah, I’ve been a resident now for about two years in Kankakee, ah, in the 4th Ward.  I live directly across from Kensington Park.  I have two small children that have been able to play in the park ten times in two years because of very unruly children that destroy property, make threats of violence, have attacked me on occasion indistinguishable more than 50 children at a time.  I have called police almost every single day.  So, have my neighbors.  That’s who is here, too, today.  We’re very, very much tired and afraid for our children to be outside all because of the activity in the park.  Kensington Park is meant for children to play, not for drug deals, sex, destruction of private property.  Something really has to be done.  At times we have had up to 50 children out there.  They’re not utilizing the park to be played in so they have created a criminal empire.  They destroy our property every day.  I have seven windows out of my house currently coming from rocks from these children.  Throwing them at the house, throwing them indistinguishable, attacking my children.  Police Department, so far, has not been very cooperative and should have the children  removed from the park.  There’s also individuals in the park after hours.  The park is closed from dusk ‘til dawn.  Anyone in the park after dusk should receive a citation of $50.00.  Never once have I seen an officer issue a citation in two years.  Something really has to be done.  I did speak with Mr. James Faford regarding some of this and indistinguishable the basketball courts, escalating violence.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Have your spoken to the Park District?

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Yes, Roy Collins.  indistinguishable  

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Okay.

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Ah, we really need some support from the City.  Some more frequent patrols and definitely curb some of the activity.  Some children have repercussions of criminal activity.  Damage to property, make threats of shooting an adult in front of an officer and there’s nothing done besides shooing them away–go back home.  It’s really not what we need for support.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	I understand.

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	So, if anything can be done.........

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	This is the first that I’m aware of it.  I don’t know if Mr. Faford had been aware of it prior to this, but we will speak to the Police Department and I can assure you, you will see some changes.

UNKNOWN:	Sir, can I...........what park is it?

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Kensington Park.

UNKNOWN:	Oh, I know where Kensington Park is.


TIMOTHY ZEISE:	This would be a direct reflection on some of  the residents in the 1400 block, which is Section 8 unfortunately. A number of children are unsupervised from the time they wake up ‘til the time that they’re put down to bed.  And, it’s become overwhelming for the rest of the residents.  We shouldn’t have to...........

ALDERMAN COX:	Is the kids comin’ from the Housing Authority?  Over there?

TIMOTHY ZEISE:	Yes.  That is the majority of the children that are....they’re causing the problems.  The good kids who deserve to play there, can’t play there because they’re intimidated by the children.   I’ve been a witness to at least ten attacks.  You’re talking 10-15 little boys jumping on little girls.  indistinguishable that’s sad.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	No, it is.  Absolutely.  Thank you.

ALDERMAN STOKES:	Thank you, sir.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Ramon Williams.

RAMON WILLIAMS:	Hello, Mayor.  How are you?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Good evening.

RAMON WILLIAMS:	Yeah, I’m his next door neighbor and I’ve been there for four and a half years.  And, the whole time I’ve been there, it’s just been chaos.  I have rocks thrown in my windows.  They’ve chipped the siding off my house.  They’ve destroyed light fixtures that I put out there.  In and out of the mail boxes and, you know, stealing people’s mail.  I had three debit cards missin’ out of the mailbox.  Luckily the bank will call me and let me know that the indistinguishable is not indistinguishable    It’s just been rough, you know.  And, it’s little kids, then you have some that are 16-17 year old’s coachin’ the little one to do stuff they shouldn’t be doin’ in the neighborhood and, it’s just been really bad.  It’s, you know.........  

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Well, I appreciate you bringing it to our attention.  Again, this was the first that I’ve heard of it.  I’ve not been aware of that, but we will work with the Aldermen of that ward and try to give you all some relief.

RAMON WILLIAMS:	Okay.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	And, thank you for coming tonight.  Ah, Gerry and Judy Kilbride.  

JUDY KILBRIDE:	Good evening.  This doesn’t work?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	No.  Just have to use loud voices tonight, Judy.

JUDY KILBRIDE:	All right.  I’ll try to use my old teacher voice.  We’re glad to be here this evening to thank the City for all that they have done to make our 17th Annual Kilbride Family Classic 5K Run and 2-Mile Walk and 200 Yard Dash for Children such a success.  Despite the horrendous rainfall we had Saturday night, we were able to start our run promptly at 8:00 in the morning–obviously it was yesterday.  Ah, I have some pictures, though, to show you rather than, ah, say too many words because as some of you will know, ah, people.........individuals with autism really do think more in pictures than anything else.  This first picture I have is a young man–50% of people with autism have language.  And, this is one little boy whose voice we hear and heard at our park two years ago, who told us, even though he was only in, ah, 7th grade then, what it is like to have autism and how important his family was to him.  Gerry, will you take that please?  This young man, pardon my back, this young man, ah, also has autism.  He has come now for the 5th year thanks to Dennis Yohnka from The Journal for connecting us with  him.  He was the national spokesperson for Easter Seal Center.  He graduated from college.  I know that’s an exception, but we love exceptions when you have autism, and he now works at the Easter Seal School in Chicago and he always brings us a message of hope when he comes to our event.  We have a grandson who was diagnosed with autism some 15 years ago, which is why we do what we do to spread the word.  These are some of his cousins.  He has 12 of them.  They don’t know a world without autism and it makes them very sensitive and much more attuned to working with their classmates should they happen to have autism.  Ah, I mentioned the little children’s run that we do which is kind of the frosting on the cake.  It helps to include families in our event, which is something that is very good, especially on Father’s Day.  Our event is always held on Father’s Day.  That’s a tradition that we started.  We had 174 children in the park yesterday.

GERRY KILBRIDE:	Participating.

JUDY KILBRIDE:	Participating, yeah, thank you very much.  My assistant.

GERRY KILBRIDE:	Also, the driver.

JUDY KILBRIDE:	This is a picture of one of the teams.  This particular team is called “Team Rudy.”  They come from Manteno.  Most of the teams that run in our event or that gather for the event are running on behalf of a youngster.  More boys than girls have autism.  In fact, sadly enough, the newest numbers that are out from the CDC as of March are one in 88 children will be diagnosed with autism in the United States.  That was the number from 2009, the most current.  And, one in 54 were boys that we diagnosed.  So, we really, really have the opportunity to make people aware of the struggle that families have.  This is 24/7 from the time these children are, you know, two-three years old, it starts.  This is another team.  As you can see, they even come with their own shirts, even though when you participate in our event, you get a shirt.  The last two pictures I show you is of beautiful Cobb Park and I mean that most sincerely, even despite that flood that we had in part of the park Sunday morning.  This is a picture from a couple of years ago which shows the Riverview Park–Cobb Park–in the Riverview Historic District.  And, our race runs on the side streets around the Riverview Historic District and neighboring streets.  I have another statement, just one.  Thank you for all that the City does.  And, they worked tirelessly on cleaning those streets for us and if they hadn’t done that, I’m not sure, with what did come down on Saturday evening, we could have run our event.  So, we applaud the City for that.  And, I take this public opportunity too, to thank the Kankakee Park District headed now by Roy Collins for all the work they did in the park to make it a wonderful place for our event.  Thank you.  Thank you.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Judy, thank you for thanking us.  But, thank you to both of you and your family.  They really took what could have been a very devastating situation to have a grandchild diagnosed and really have turned it into something really extraordinary for other families that are facing the same thing.  So, again, thank you.  You’re the type of people that make Kankakee what it is.  My kudos, also, to Public Works because as I told you earlier, that was the beginning of a 48-hour weekend because of the rain.  And, so, again, thank you for coming and sharing and thank you for what you do.

ALDERMAN BROWN: 	No. No.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Oh, I’m sorry.  Oh, Alderman Brown, did you complete yours?

CLERK DUMAS: 	They dropped them off in the office.  He did, too.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	And, you didn’t make such a public display.  I apologize, Alderman.  Well, a good example to be set by several of our Aldermen then.

ALDERMAN BARON: 	 We have until January 1,  

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	But, do no wait, Aldermen.  Do not wait.

ALDERMAN BROWN:	The State indistinguishable  

ALDERMAN COX:	Mayor.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Alderman Cox.


ALDERMAN COX:	Mr. Simms is not here. Ah, did we pay a contractor to fix that, ah, hydro electric down at the dam?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Did we pay a contractor?  I believe we did have to bring someone in to do some repairs to the hydro plant.

ALDERMAN COX:	Is it workin’?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Yes.

ALDERMAN COX:	They indistinguishable  

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	The bill for the hydro plant would have been paid out of the Utility budget.  Is that what you’re asking?

ALDERMAN COX:	No. 

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Okay.

ALDERMAN COX:	The electricity.


MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Yes, yes, the electricity indistinguishable electricity is sent to KRMA and we........KRMA pays for the excess electricity that is generated by the hydro plant.

ALDERMAN COX:	Thank you.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	You’re welcome.

ALDERMAN COX:	It is workin’ now?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Yes, it is.

ALDERMAN COX:	Thank you.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Any other questions?  Alderman Stokes.

ALDERMAN STOKES:	Yes, ma’am, Mayor.  Ah, I just want to continue to thank and give credit where credit is due to Mr. Bert Dear and Mr. Tyson.  This ongoing  professionalism that they consistently show.  I appreciate that and I just want to let you guys know that.  Thank you.  And, Mayor, the other thing is about our PA announcing system.  Ah, I spoke with someone about that particular system in front of you Mr. Bohlen.  I haven’t seen it at all, but I notice every City Council meeting, you are tinkering with it. 
ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	I turn....I turn the microphones on and off.

ALDERMAN STOKES:	Excuse me, sir.   

ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	With that system.

ALDERMAN STOKES:	Excuse me.

ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	Um huh (affirmative).  

ALDERMAN STOKES:	Ah, Mayor, do you think we can get a system where, ah, maybe, it just comes on and off automatically, ah, voice activation, something like that.  You could see it indistinguishable went down at a time that we needed it.  We need it every time we come here.  So, it would be nice if we could someone to look into that and get a quality system.  More upgraded today-type system.  And, ah..........

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Actually, this system is new with the building.  So, it’s not that old.  But, I’ll have Mr. Schiel, when he returns from vacation, see if there’s an issue with this or if there’s a way to upgrade it.

ALDERMAN STOKES:	And, also, Mayor if we want to........last year, we as Council members and myself, there was a vendor there that spoke about that particular system and they do have some more modern systems that probably would fit our script.  So, again, I just want to take the time out to thank you for hearin’ me and thank you guys very much.  I appreciate it.  Thank you, Mayor.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	You’re welcome.  Alderman Thompson.

ALDERMAN THOMPSON:	Mayor, I have a question for, ah, Mr. Tyson.  Have you finished your survey on 10th Avenue as far as the lighting in that section that I had talked to you about?

DAVID TYSON:	As far as street lighting goes?

ALDERMAN THOMPSON: Yes.  
					
DAVID TYSON:	The street lighting that we looked at, the street lights that are there, are actually owned by Commonwealth Edison.  The City pays like rental fees on them.  So, therefore, to get more lights in there, we’d have to go to Commonwealth Edison which takes approximately six months to a year to probably get lights put up.  And, again, that’s going to take appropriation from the City Council for funds to be able to increase the amount of lights that we can get until another arrangement can be made with Commonwealth Edison,  we’re kind of at their beck and call on that.
MAYOR EPSTEIN:	And, you know, Alderman, we are, you know, investigating with ComEd to take over ownership of the street lights.  So, I think we would be wise to wait to see if there’s a resolution to that.

ALDERMAN THOMPSON:	Okay.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Ah, Alderman Cox, you had requested an Executive Session.  Do you still need that tonight?

ALDERMAN COX:	Yes, ma’am.  Unless.....it’s concerning contract.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	That’s correct.

ALDERMAN COX:	So, that’s.......

ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	Is it regarding.........is it one of the indistinguishable?

ALDERMAN COX:	It’s garbage...

ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	But, is it something we...........is there probable litigation?

ALDERMAN COX:	No.  It’s........I think it’s a violation of contract.


ATTORNEY BOHLEN:	Okay.  But, I’m not sure we can go into closed session unless it meets one of the exceptions.

ALDERMAN COX: 	Well, I’ve got reports from black folks, 2nd, 1st ,.......lots from the 1st, 5th and the 6th Wards.  But, they not pickin’ up my garbage.  I called ‘em.  I called the police.  Caught them red-handed.  Also, they puttin’ the recycle in with the garbage.  They’re indistinguishable  So, I think it’s about the contract.  I think we need to indistinguishable another garbage company.  I’m not a lawyer, but indistinguishable Mr. Bohlen, Mr. Simms, Mr. James Gordon indistinguishable violation.  I think we need another contract because indistinguishable 	They were in the 1st Ward picking up and they indistinguishable the first time they did it since the contract.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Alderman, we will look into that and if we feel that it requires a closed session discussion, we will do that at the next meeting.

ALDERMAN COX:	I thank you.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	You’re welcome.  Ah, motion to adjorn?

ALDERMAN TALL:	So moved.
