REPORT OF OFFICERS APPROVAL OF BILLS - $171,673.58

MAYOR EPSTEIN:  	Motion carries.  Moving onto New Business, I am pulling Item A, the Ordinance amending the Chapter 35 off the menu.  We need to clarify some of the language.  Moving onto Item B, is an Ordinance for the property tax levy for the City of Kankakee for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2012, through April 30, (2013).  I am pleased to report that the general corporate tax levy, ah, shows a very slight decrease over last year’s extended property taxes.  The special purpose funds, the band, the municipal–Illinois Municipal Retirement, as well as the library, also shows a very slight decrease over the extended property tax levy.  The debt service shows a slight increase over last year’s due to the fact that we have several property tax appeals, ah, from several of our industries that we have to plan for in case there is a financial issue that we would have to deal with in the coming fiscal year.  So, overall, the City’s levy request, ah, for truth in taxation purposes, is an increase of 1/10th of one percent.  Ah, we’ve been very, very cognizant about property taxes in the City of Kankakee.  Ah, the Budget Committee, ah, we’ve worked very hard to try to plan for the next fiscal year.  This is the first step in the budget process even though it occurs several, several months prior to us actually sitting down and crafting a budget for the next fiscal year.  Ah, Alderman Baron, as Chairman of the Budget Committee, do you have any other comments that you would like to make?

ALDERMAN BARON:	No.  I.......I would like to make a motion..........I’d like to ask a question.   Would the Chair entertain a motion to, ah, the Chair entertain consideration of this Ordinance as well as the other Special Service Areas in one.......in one motion?

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Yes, I would..

ALDERMAN BARON:	Okay.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Ah, the Special Service Areas for those of you who may not be aware, are special taxing districts that the residents or the businesses in these areas have approved as a Special Service Area in order for, ah, infrastructure improvements, ah, Coachlight Square for the lighting, the Historic District for lighting and those are listed at the bottom of the tax levy.  Ah, Special Service Area One is the downtown area, Two is the Historic District, Three is Coachlight Square and Five is the Eastside, ah, Eastside Business Council.  So, those are also included in the levy although only the people who reside in those districts pay those taxes.  That is not a City-wide tax.

ALDERMAN BARON:	I........I guess I would just like to mention, too, as far as the General Corporate, ah, Levy that with our requesting essentially the same amount of money that we requested last year, ah, we’re doing..... we’re doing our part.  We’re doing whatever we can do to hold the line on real estate taxes.  However, the tax bill that we all receive.....the real estate tax bill that we all receive may not be 100%.....is not 100% influenced by our actions.  We can’t influence what other taxing bodies do.  We can’t influence really the relationship between the amount of money that’s allocated to the industrial sector and the residential sector.  So there’s a lot of things go into what our actual bills are.  But, the one thing that we can control which is what we’re doing,  is asking for the same amount of money essentially as last year for the levy.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	That’s correct.  And, as we proceed in the budget, you all are aware of the other revenue streams that the City has.  If those should, ah, decline, if we anticipate a decline in those revenue streams, then the only other way to balance this equation, ah, would be to try to find other ways to consolidate and to cut expenditures.  And.......but, I think it’s a prudent choice in order for the....have some relief for our residents, ah, at least to not ask for any more money.  I think we all have to live within our means and the City’s done a very good job of that the last four years and we hope to continue that.  So, we do have a motion.

ALDERMAN BARON:	I....I would move Mayor that, ah, based on representations here, that we would the Suspend the Rules that would interfere with the passage of passing the corporate purposes Levy Ordinance and the four Special Service Areas.  

ALDERMAN HUNTER:	I would second that, your honor.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Motion by Alderman Baron, seconded by Alderman Hunter to Suspend the Rules that would interfere with the passage of the Ordinances for the property tax levy as well as the four Special Service Areas.  Roll call.

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Motion carries.   The next Resolution is asking our support.  Mr. Cross and the City’s Planning Department has participated in an application to the EPA for a Brownfield Assessment Grant.  Ah, Mr. Cross would you like to speak to the parameters of this grant?

CLIFF CROSS:	Sure, I’d be happy to, Mayor.  Ah, those of you that are on the Economic Development Committee are already familiar with this, but, long story short, the City’s Planning Department is working with a consultant to  apply for what’s known as a Brownfield Assessment Grant.  Specifically, on a yearly basis, the EPA invites applicants to apply for up to $400,000.00 for funding assistance to evaluate potential Brownfield sites. Once they’re evaluated we can then move forward with another grant in the future to seek clean up funds.  All this Resolution is, it’s not committing the City to any specific commitments, but basically what the Planning Department is asking is for a Resolution from this Council showing their support of our application.  It’s just something that I like to do.  I think it adds strength to our application and I also think it makes us much more competitive when the Environmental Protection Agency can see that, ah, we are supported by our acting body in this. 

MAYOR EPSTEIN:	Okay, thank you.  Do I have a motion to...............

ALDERMAN COX:	Mayor.

ALDERMAN COX:	Where’s the location at?

CLIFF CROSS:	There is no specific location.  What this is, this is going to be a community-wide Brownfield Grant, so what will happen, if we are approved, we will then develop a committee that will identify potential sites.  In this application, though, we did focus the majority of our sites that we would like to look at are on the east side, on East Court Street, to address, ah, commercial developments that are potential Brownfield or Greyfield sites.  The reason being is, is because that is an area where the City has committed a significant amount of leveraging funds through either in-kind contributions or though, ah, various funding to, ah, for demolitions and so forth.  That just makes our application much more competitive when we show that we have, ah, we have leveraged funding and in-kind contributions to match the grant receipt.
