MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Good evening.  I’d like to call this meeting to order and, ah, ask the City Council..........I think we’ll skip the prayer this evening.  We don’t have a pastor here this evening, but we’ll.....
UNKNOWN:

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Oh, bishop, would you like to lead us in prayer?  I shouldn’t say.....we didn’t have a community pastor here.  We have an Alderman here, so.
ALDERMAN THOMPSON:

Father we thank You right now, God.  Thank You for this day, thank You for what you’re doin’ in this hour, God.  We thank You for just givin’ us life, health and strength on today, God.  And, Lord, as we begin to make decisions in this Council, God, we ask that Your will be done, God.  In Jesus’ mighty name we pray.  Amen.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you.  Now I would like to ask Connor Curtis and his father, Alderman Curtis, to come forward and lead us in the Pledge.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Yeah.  Thank you.  It is now the Public Comment portion of the meeting. Please direct your comments to the Mayor.  Limit them to five minutes. No personal attacks on City Council members, staff, or others in attendance will be permitted.  Anything under legal review, any discussion of matters under legal review also is not permitted. In fact, we’ll do any special thing, any special, ah, academies for anybody if they have enough members.  But, we.......this is our yearly one that we do for the community.  Actually, it’s open Countywide.  So, we really would appreciate anything you guys can do to send some people our way.  Ah, it’s a.....the orientation will be Tuesday, September 9, at 6:30 (P.M.) down in the combined training room.  Ah, you’ll get a chance to go to the communication center, go to the County jail and have a tour of both of those centers.  You also get to do a ride-along with an officer.  Most people do it for an entire shift.  They go between 2nd and 3rd shifts when most of the calls are.  You’ll find it very enlightening and very enjoyable.  Ah, you have different speakers from the States Attorney’s office, detectives, myself, I teach part of the class, so we’d really appreciate anything you guys can do to send us some people. CHIEF REGNIER:
 Yes.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Clarification.  6:30 or 7:30?
CHIEF REGNIER:
 6:30.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
6:30.
CHIEF REGNIER:
 It’s 6:30 in the combined training room downstairs.  September 9.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you.  This is a very popular activity that we do.  It takes a lot of time and effort on the Police Department.  Please encourage neighborhood groups, citizens to attend because it really is a......
CHIEF REGNIER:
They meet once a week for ten weeks.  Once a week for ten weeks and it’s a great time to spend a night.  
ALDERMAN BROWN:
Chief.
CHIEF REGNIER:
Yes.
ALDERMAN BROWN:
If a community group want to have one and they got a location, would you go there?
CHIEF REGNIER:
We most certainly will.  We most certainly will.
ALDERMAN BROWN:
Thank you.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you.  Bill Yohnka.
BILL YOHNKA:
Good evening.  I’m Bill Yohnka.  I live in the 2nd Ward.  And, I’m the Economic Director for the City and I have four really good things to bring up today and the first one is in the person of Coach Ronnie Wilcox, the Head Basketball Coach and Assistant Athletic Director at Kankakee High School with the first incredibly good thing for our community this week.
RONNIE WILCOX:
How you all doin’ this evein’?  I’m here to share two things, right?
BILL YOHNKA:
Oh, you got two things.
RONNIE WILCOX:
I got two.  I got two.  And, she made an exception........the Mayor.......that I had 30 minutes.  Is that all right?
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
No.
RONNIE WILCOX:
We’re going to talk about that cheerleading outfit.  You’d better watch it.  Two things.  One thing is just a proud honor that the basketball team recently received.  If you know anything or maybe not, been followin’ some things we do off the court, one of the staples of our program is service.  What we’re tryin’ to teach the boys that life is more than about you.  Life is about serving others.  Ah, we spend a lot of time in volunteering our hours at the Farmer’s Market.  We spent a lot of time this last year working with the Kankakee Chamber, ah, Chamber of Commerce.  Ah, this season alone the team will go over 500 community service hours as a team which we’re really, really proud of.  And, recently at the School Board meeting......the last School Board meeting we were given an honorary membership to the Chamber of Commerce, the Kankakee Boy’s Basketball Team was, so that’s somethin’ I just wanted to share with you.  The boys in this town are doin’ a lot of great things that maybe not everybody knows about.  But, on the same right, that’s part of service I believe.  We’re not out for publicity.  We’re not out to get patted on the back, but sometimes things like this, you need to know what some of your young men are doing.  Ah, somethin’ else is an invitation.  One of my new roles this year at Kankakee High School is Assistant Athletic Director.  Ah, we’re trying to bridge the gap.  That’s just one of my goals is to bridge the gap where the community and the athletic programs begin to come back together.  Ah, where the support is there, the kids will be more in the community and hopefully we’ll see more of you at ball games.  But, this Thursday at 5:30 (P.M.) at the train depot is the First Annual Kankakee Community Pep Rally.  And, we play Bradley-Bourbonnais Friday night.  So, the school band will be there, the DJ will be there.  We’re givin’ away free food.  It’s just an opportunity for the community to get out and tell these kids we’re behind you.  Ah, all fall sports will be recognized and, hopefully, like I said, we’ll get the football team fired up for a big win on Friday.  But, I hope to see you all there.  It’s goin’ to be a great time and hope this is the first of many things to come.  And, I just want to say I thank you, the Mayor, for gettin’ behind it.  Bill Yohnka, the Police Department, there’s a lot of things, a lot of people that are willin’ to donate time and support to what this events goin’ to be and I just want to say thanks to those people, too.

Thank you.
BILL YOHNKA:
A couple of other things that, quickly, the final Wednesday Wheels of the season will be at that exact same location, at the depot, tomorrow night.  The weather looks good for that.  An event going on Thursday, I sent an invitation to some people who are in particular industries, but on Thursday at noon at the Kankakee Public Library, we’ll have representatives from Landmarks Illinois, the Historic Preservation group and they’ll be giving a presentation on historic renovation tax credits.  And, some of these things, the rules have changed on some of them and there’s communities all over the State of Illinois that have taken advantage of some of those programs.  And, I thought it was good that people here who need to be in the know, are in the know on how those programs work.  The final thing is on Saturday morning at 9:30 at the Farmer’s Market, we’re probably the only Farmer’s Market the weekend before.......the Saturday before the first Sunday football game in the NFL that has one of the team owners coming to speak at our Farmer’s Market.  Pat McCaskey, ah, the Senior Director for Special Projects with the Chicago Bears is part of the McCaskey family and he’s written a couple of different books about sports with a religious theme and how he sees religion and spirituality in sports and he’s going to be giving a talk at 9:30 (A.M.) at the Farmer’s Market.  So, we invite all of you to be there if you’d like to hear what he has to say and then he’ll be signing his books right across the street at the Love Shop until noon on Saturday.  So, hopefully, you can make it.  Thanks.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you.  James Stokes.
JAMES STOKES:
Yes, ma’am.  Good evening Mayor.  Good evening members of the Council, ladies and gentlemen.  I’m Alderman Stokes, 2nd Ward Alderman.  I’m glad to be here tonight.  Man, I haven’t missed one Council meetin’.  Not even one.  It’s just a pleasure to be able to say that.  Tonight, Mayor, I just wanted to let you know–first of all, I’m gonna’ start off with Alderman Thompson. Thank you for that prayer.  It’s always time and room for prayer–always.  Especially in this community that we serve.  Thank you.  Thank you.  Thank you.  Movin’ right along, Mayor, ah, I had indicated to you before that we had designed a block survey in the 2nd Ward.  Mayor, it’s done got so good that someone else wanted to adopt it, but they said, we’d like to do the same thing but we wanta’ take your name off of it.  I don’t care.  Take the name off of it.  Whatever it take for the betterment of our community, that’s really what it’s all about.  But, tonight, I just want to let you know that these surveys are pickin’ up and I review ‘em.  I do all I can. The minor stuff, the homeowner, landlord, renter, we try to work on that.  And, then, if it’s bigger than us, if it’s pertainin’ to the City, we will definitely notify you in a way.  Also, Mayor, ah, is DPW here tonight, in the house?  
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Mr. Doyle’s here.
JAMES STOKES:
Okay.  Well, basically, just want to indicate to him that we.....as....the... people of the 2nd Ward, are still dealin’ with the issues along the railroad tracks.  This is.........this is......I got elected in 2011 and we still talkin’ about the same thing along those tracks.  If the City can’t get beyond that sign, get close to that sign.  But, we expect those weeds to come down so the people that I serve can be relieved of those weeds.  They tired ‘a lookin’ at weeds.  They tired ‘a seein’ rodents comin’ outta’ those weeds.  And, when they tired, I’m tired.  And, as I indicated before, I’m 24/7.  When they call me I wanta’ be there.  I wanta’ be on top of it.  And, that’s what I stand for.  The yellow.  Last time I got cut off ‘cause my time was five minutes.  And, I understand that.  And, I thank you for that.  But, the yellow.......the yellow that was painted on our curves, Mayor, throughout the City, not just the 2nd Ward, throughout the City.  We expect them, whoever did the painting, we expect them to remove all the weeds before they paint.  Sometime I believe they just take the weeds and move it up and then paint.  We want it better than that.  We deserve the best in our community and we aimin’, we strivin’ to do all that we can do for that.  Second of all, if we.......when it comes to the Code Enforcement, we expect not only City employees to bide by the rules even more.  If they City employees, they should........they should be warned just like anybody else, just don’t go on attack and just start attackin’, warn them, let ‘em know, hey you need to step up your game.  If you got property anywhere in our community, you need to step it up.  And, everybody knows that we all are underneath financial.  ‘Cause when the Code Enforcement pull up and tell you, you need to put a roof on your house, we need to be more understanding.  We need to be understanding because if they already hurting on the $40.00 for vehicle sticker, you know what they doin’ Mayor for a roof, siding, gutter.  So, we have to be reasonable.  We have to work with people.  There’s no jobs.  Hopefully, the marijuana factory, or cannabis factory, is gonna’ bring jobs which I know I didn’t vote for ‘cause sometimes some jobs, some things, you don’t vote for no matter what.  Some things you don’t do.  For example, when I got laid off, or terminated from my job, oh my god, it was so hard.  You could go negative or you could try to fight it positive.  Go through Manpower.  Ain’t no jobs hiring.  Or you can go down on the street corner and sell cannabis for somebody else.  So, what I try to do is instill in the kids...........

MAYOR EPSTEIN:

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
The motion is approved.  Standing Committees.  Budget.  Alderman Baron.  
ALDERMAN BARON:
This month we’re playing catch up on minutes, so in your packet of materials we have the minutes from June 9, and July 14, as well as August.  And, I’ll just go through just a couple things from the August meeting.  Ah, the first thing I’d like to cover is we had Kevin McKenna there from–at the meeting–from Spear Financial who talked about the possible refunding of the 2006 Bond Issue.  The percentage interest we’re paying as of the, ah, selling of the bonds back in 2006 is 5.2%.  Currently, the market is at about 3.8% so if we refund the, ah, the bonds we would be able to get some additional capital, some additional proceeds from the sale of the bonds of maybe up to $2-2.5 million, and  still save money over the life of the repayment.  So he was there to discuss that and present that to us.  We’re not asking for approval of that right now, maybe next month.  That’s coming.  So, that’s number one.  Number two, ah, the........I’m sure you’ve been wondering, the State of Illinois is one month behind in paying income taxes which is upper 50% of our experience with them over the last five years, so that’s somewhat good news.  And, finally, the Comptroller reported to us that as of the end of July of this year, the vehicle sticker tax proceeds totaled $442,936.00 which is.........we’ve heard the down side of it, we’ve heard the difficulty of going through implementing a tax like this.  The upside is of money to pay for Police and Fire and everybody else on staff.  So, as of the end of the month, that was the total collected.  Thank you.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you, Alderman.  Building and Code.  Alderman Tall.  
ALDERMAN TALL:

Yes the minutes are self-explanatory.  
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you.  Economic Development.  Alderman Curtis.
ALDERMAN CURTIS:
Ah, the Economic Development Committee met with the Ordinance Committee in a joint meeting and the minutes in your book are self-explanatory.

Mayor, there will not be a License and Franchise Committee meeting on this Thursday.  We anticipate having it on the 22nd. RECOMMENDATION FOR THE CITY OF KANKAKEE TO AWARD THE CONTRACT 
IN THE AMOUNT OF $32,288.00 FOR PROPOSED  STORM SEWER REPAIR AT 
ILLINOIS ROUTE 17 AND TAYLOR STREET IN KANKAKEE, ILLINOIS, TO 
KANKAKEE VALLEY  CONSTRUCTION, TEI JOB NO. E13093 
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Motion carries.  The next item on the agenda is an agreement between the City of Kankakee and Cresco Labs.  That’s the entity that is seeking to site a marijuana facility within the limits of City of Kankakee.  We did the annexation last Council meeting and we have drafted an agreement with them and Mr. Bohlen has been working on this with their attorneys and he’ll go over the highlights with you of the agreement.
ATTORNEY BOHLEN:
As you recall, we annexed certain property and that was based upon the representation that they would be annexing in.  They paid an impact fee at that time of $10,000.00.  They represented that the majority, well, all of the jobs and the net salaries would be substantially above minimum wage involving a number of agricultural people with bachelor’s degrees and ag related industry because this is an ag related industry.  The last issue that was before us......well, there were no concessions of any kind regarding any real estate taxes.  They will be paying a full real estate tax on a building that they estimate is going to cost $8,000,000 to create.  They are.........then we negotiated and discussed a, what has been called for lack of a better term, a community benefits agreement.  The one that was sent out was not complete and did not have any revenue–the exact amounts of the revenue in it because, quite frankly, we hadn’t finished that negotiation.  Ah, what you have now before you that I’ve passed out provides that they’re........they will pay 2% of their gross revenues on a quarterly basis, that regardless of the gross revenues they will guarantee a minimum in year one of $50,000, year two $75,000 and year three and thereafter of $100,000.  So, in essence, it’s the greater of those minimums or 2% of the gross revenues.  We are aware, although not specifically, because nobody’s talking much about what their agreements are, but other communities have gone...... or are proposing agreements that include, ah, a percentage of the net as opposed to the gross.  The Mayor, through her efforts, I think has, this is a better approach because this does not rely upon what their expenses are.  This is just whatever the gross sales are, 2% comes off the top.  So, based upon that, we are presenting to you an agreement.  As you’re aware, there are at least three potential applicants for this license in District 21 which is the State Police District and there can only be one applicant– successful license in this, ah, location.  The other applicants include one in County West and one in the Village of Manteno.  Ah, it is our understanding that the application has to be submitted by September 15, and that the license will be awarded by December 15.  So, the Mayor through her contacts and efforts has, we have one of the license applicants.  If we are successful, this is the benefit that the City will receive.  If it’s not........if that license applicant is not successful it doesn’t matter anyway.  Any questions?
ALDERMAN STOKES:
I have a question.
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Alderman Stokes.
ALDERMAN STOKES:
Yes, ma’am.  Mayor, just two things.  Well, maybe three.  Ah, this packet that we were given tonight, ah, why are we receiving this the same time the media?  Why wasn’t it delivered in our packet so we could review it instead of........why?
ATTORNEY BOHLEN:
The draft of the agreement was submitted as part of the agenda.  The only thing that was omitted was the amount of the revenue which had not been finalized until literally this afternoon.
ALDERMAN STOKES:
Okay.  And, then, Mr. Bohlen is there any language in this, ah, agreement about equal opportunity, equal opportunity making sure that this factory or this company that resides in our community reflects our community and people in our community weeps the benefits of this factory?  
ATTORNEY BOHLEN:
It is part of our ordinance and it’s also stated in here that they will emphasize local hiring wherever possible.
ALDERMAN STOKES:
Okay.  Thank you Mr. Bohlen.  
MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Any other questions?  I need a motion to approve the agreement.
