ALDERWOMAN GALL:

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Motion by Alderman Gall, seconded by Alderman O’Brien.  Questions?

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
So, they, as you say that we’ve already seen the fencing being installed and the planters.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
That’s correct.

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
So, is this standard procedure to already be doin’ the work before we vote on it?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Well, we took it to the Planning Board and the Planning Board was unanimous in their recommendation and actually, the railings have been installed, but there’s no dining that’s happening yet because the tables and chairs have not been delivered.  And, really, this is just an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance that allows us to have outdoor dining.  So, it’s not a substantive change to the Zoning Ordinance.  

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
Okay.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Any other questions?

ALDERMAN CURTIS:
 Mayor.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Alderman Curtis.

ALDERMAN CURTIS:
Ah, this originated out of the KDC, Kankakee Development Corporation, downtown group that’s in charge of the–I’ll call it about a six or seven block radius–these indistinguishable are actually coming from the KDC.  They’re not coming from the City of Kankakee.  There’s a special levy that the downtown property owners pay for the KDC district that does things like the planting of the flowers, ah, the Farmer’s Market, a lot of other maintenance and things that are done.  Ah, this was a program that the Marketing Committee thought, ah, would continue to bring, ah, excitement, more business to downtown Kankakee by kind of creating what you see in some other urban environments like downtown Chicago, Naperville.  So, when you’re drivin’ down the street on a Wednesday night at 8:00 P.M. and you’re passing a Johnny’s Pizza or Grapes and Hops or we’re hopin’ some other people like Jimmy John’s and them get on board, that there’s activity happening in downtown Kankakee seven days a week.  So, I just wanted to mention that this is, basically, this is not a cost to the City of Kankakee.  This is the Kankakee Development Corporation paying this through their, ah, levy that they pay on their real estate tax bill.  And, ah, so, I just wanted to mention that so people are clear for that.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Thank you, Alderman, and actually the KDC established the guidelines as well as it is a rental program so the businesses that are participating are renting the railings as well as the chairs and the tables.  They’re being delivered by the City.  Ah, in April when Farmer’s Market season starts, they’re picked up in October at the conclusion of the Farmer’s Market season and so the program is really being done under the guidance of KDC with assistance from the City and we just had to clean up our Zoning Ordinance to allow it.  

ALDERMAN CURTIS:
Yeah, being that this is a City sidewalk we had to get permission from the City Council, one, to allow this to happen within the sidewalks in the Code.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Alderman Brown.

ALDERMAN BROWN:
I think her question was, is that normal operation that they start doin’ somethin’ before hand and I think the answer would be, no they don’t.  But, the fact of the matter is, ah, since it’s somebody else and since they can put a rail in anyway, that’s why they did it, but there’s no dining.  If they were to start doin’ the dining, then that would be the problem.  That was her question.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
That’s correct.  Thank you, Alderman.  Any other questions?  Alderman Kennedy.

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
What Chris just said, Section 1 F, bullet point #3 says KDC and City of Kankakee plant and maintain flower pots. 

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
That’s correct.  It’s a joint effort.  They’re paying for the program, but if you were out there last week, you saw Bill Yohnka planting the flowers.  And, we will do......the business owners are expected to water them so our Public Works Department will not be watering those flowers.  But, anything we do with KDC is always a joint effort.  Our people are installing the railings.

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
Okay.  Well, this is plant and maintain flower pots.  So, is that KDC taking care of the flower pots or the City of Kankakee taking care of the flower pots?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Are you talking about the railings or the flower pots?

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
Plant and maintain flower pots.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
This is really the dining program, so it’s the flowers on the rails that this is addressing.

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
And, that’s something KDC will cover the cost of?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Yes.

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
Not the City of Kankakee?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Not the City of Kankakee.  

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
Okay.  ‘Cause my concern is the fact that it says City of Kankakee, plants and maintains.  So, we don’t though?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
We are not paying for that.  But, we will be planting...........Bill planted the flowers in the railings in order to get the program going.  And, I think that’s something that we will do each year unless we have Kultivators add that to their........the program that they do for the City downtown.  ‘Cause Kultivators does all of the labor for planting all of the flower pots downtown.  Kankakee Kultivators and KDC pays for the flowers.

ALDERWOMAN KENNEDY:
Okay.

ALDERMAN O’BRIEN:
Mayor, regarding the midnight end of service, to clarify, each business has the ability to set its own hours for outdoor seating.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
That’s correct.

ALDERMAN O’BRIEN:
Midnight would be the latest.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
That’s correct.  It’s just that if any bars should participate in this program, by the value of their liquor license, they can stay open ‘til 2:00 in the morning and I just really felt that that was excessive to have people out on the sidewalks at that time.  So, you can stop at 8:00 at night if you want.  It’s just you can’t go any later than midnight.  

ALDERMAN O’BRIEN:
Okay.

And, that’s......the Ordinance that we’re amendin’ is especially related to dinin’ not for a bar.

It’s for the Zoning.

We use this money for our technology, the in-car videos, our computers in our cars, the mics the guys wear and stuff like that.  So, that’s what we typically use that money for.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Okay.  Thank you.  Any questions of the Chief?

ALDERMAN BROWN:
Just one.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Alderman O’Brien.  Let’s do O’Brien first.

ALDERMAN O’BRIEN:
 Chief, this is the item that we had the Public Hearing on last week?

CHIEF REGNIER:

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Motion carries.  There are no Public Comments this evening.  No one signed up to speak.  There’s no Executive Session.  Are there any Alderman comments?

ALDERMAN O’BRIEN:
Mayor, I just have a question on the historic archway on Merchant Street.  Do we know when that will be.......or about when that will be installed?

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
It’s been ordered.  Dave, do you have an update on that?

DAVID TYSON:
No, they have not given us a delivery date on it.  Ah, now that they’ve approved the contact, what I’m going to be doing is meeting with R&R tomorrow and try to see how quickly I can push them and try to get it done this month.  When we ordered the sign, they were telling us it could be anywhere from six to nine weeks.  We’re in probably week three or four right now.  So, I’ve got a call in for their representative to find out when that’s going to be.  If it comes in in time, we can get the foundations in and I mean it can be put up relatively quickly.  It’ll be up this year.  I just don’t know if I can guarantee it by, you know, Music Fest, but we’re tryin’. 

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Okay.  Thank you.  Any other comments?

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
Yes, Mayor.  Ah, I have a suggestion.  Ah, the last City Council meeting, we, ah, voted on an appointment to the Library Board.  And, I just want to first of all start out by saying this is not anything personal.  Ah, Alderwoman Gall is one of my favorite people to work with on the Council.  I have said that to her and I’m sayin’ it publicly.  Ah, she has a servant’s heart, she’s fun and she’s very helpful to everyone.  My concern is the procedure.  And, it created some confusion because when we’ve done former appointments, such as the Police Commission or, ah, the Deputy for Police Chief, there was a roll call vote.  And, the way this one was done, there was not.  There was no roll call.  I don’t know that you can confirm who approved the appointment based on the way it happened.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
No.

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
And, there was no opportunity for us to ask questions.  So, my concern is, when you come to the Council for our consent of an appointment–your recommendation–

you are makin’ a recommendation based off some type of criteria.  I personally would feel more comfortable if I knew what the criteria was.  Number one.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Okay.

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
Ah, the second thing I appreciate you providin’ the resumé and I appreciate you disclosing that Mike Gall is the husband, I think all of us knew, of Alderwoman Stacy Gall.  I appreciate that.  Ah, however, it would be helpful when we have these appointments to know if there’s a Library Board, how many people serve on it currently so that we can have a broader scope of what is going on.  For example, if the board only has seven positions and five of them are already allocated by women, then we know that we need to look at some different kinds of people to serve on the board.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
Alderwoman, that is my job and I can tell you that I work very closely with, ah, Director Bertrand and if you would, ah, access the people on the board, you’ll see that it’s a very diverse board as far as race, gender, where they live in the City and age.  So, we try very hard to make sure that all of our boards are balanced and really, ah, it’s very seldom I would bring a recommendation to you without considering all of those factors as well as you can see in tonight’s meeting, you are able to ask a question about anyone’s qualifications at any time.  And, usually, for minor boards, and I say that for like the Library Board, it’s a voice vote.  But, certainly you have the opportunity to vote against the appointment.  We don’t usually do a roll call vote unless it is something significant like the Assistant Police Chief or if it has to do with the expenditure of money.  

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
 Okay.

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
So, it’s like the Noise Permit, we do voice votes because it’s really not as important of a vote as expenditure of money or Department Heads.  

ALDERWOMAN WELLS-ARMSTRONG:
 I think that’s a confusing way to do it.  Ah, and, I’ve, you know, I’ve been on the Council for a year.  I didn’t understand why we did it that way and why it was different with other appointments.  The other thing, I want to make sure I’m doin’ my due diligence in terms of transparency, that we are bein’ transparent.  Ah, I know that Mike is an engineer and so I wasn’t sure, does he do business with the City?  Could it be viewed as a possible conflict?  It’s not personal against Mike.  Mike, from what I know of Mike, he’s wonderful.  I think very highly of his family.  They are wonderful ambassadors for the City of Kankakee, but I was concerned about the procedure.  

MAYOR EPSTEIN: 
I understand.  I appreciate your concern, but, ah, at this point I don’t think it’s, ah, as much of a concern as you seem to be making it.  As far as his doing business with the City, in the library, in his position as Library Board member, there would really not be a conflict of interest in that position and I certainly took that into consideration.  If there should ever be, just as you see other Aldermen here, you certainly have the opportunity to recuse yourself from any vote simply by saying that you have a conflict of interest and you don’t even have to disclose to the body what that conflict is.  Any other comments?  Okay, motion to adjourn.
